PAY EXTRA FOR TRIMMING TREES OR SHRUBS, OR
HAVING THEM PICK UP LIMBS, ETC., OR

REMOVED FROM THE LAWN BEFORE THE
LANDSCAPERS COME ON THURSODAYS BECAUSE
