TRASH CAN STORAGE GUIDELINES

All residents are required to store their trash
cans inside their garages at all times, except

Trash cans may be placed outside starting at
5:00 p.m. on the day before your scheduled
pickup. After collection is complete, please ensure that
your trash cans are returned to the garage on the same
day they are emptied. Your cooperation with these
guidelines helps maintain the cleanliness and
appearance of our neighborhood. Not following the
guidelines may result in a fine.

Just a friendly reminder. In the Gulf Breeze area,
garbage day = breakfast for bears! With super-
powered noses, your leftovers are irresistible—so keep
trash secured. Bears are protected, usually shy... but
still wild—so give them space!
Please note that Waste Pro is the only service
provider allowed in our neighborhood.

All exterior changes or additions to your unit must be
reviewed and approved by the ARC before you make any
changes.

If you are replacing your roof, an exterior door, or fence,
cutting down a tree, or adding a gazebo, etc., all of these
improvements must be reviewed and approved by the ARC
before you can proceed.

Before installing a new roof, you must present your roofing
contract to the ARC for approval.

All the roofs must be identical. The shingle type is Timberline HDZ
shingles. The color is “Weathered Wood.™
